Tests:  Tests will be given at the end of each chapter.  Notes are not permitted on tests, but formulas will be provided.  A retake will be offered only if you have completed all of the homework for that chapter.  A deadline for the retake will be provided, and it will be mandatory to turn in test corrections before the retake.
